In the 8th chapter of John and verse 58, Jesus made an incredible statement,
“Jesus said unto them, ‘Verily, verily, I say unto you,

He arrogated to Himself the most sacred, preeminently divine name - “I am that I am”.   “This is my name forever – my memorial to all generations.”  (Exodus 3: 14, 15)
The name so sacred that it was not written nor spoken in Jewish worship.  Bible scholars refer to it as the “incommunicable name.”  It is just four letters – YHWH (pronunciation – Yah-weh),
yet infinitely greater than the vast universe itself.
